21. How do we know? It has teeth, just as Rome was represented by legs
of iron. It “brake in pieces”, the exact words used in chapter 2, describing the
legs of iron. It has “ten horns”, just as the image had “ten toes”.

22. In Daniel’s dream, there is only 4 beasts. In Nebuchadnezzar’s dream, there were
5 kingdoms. Nebuchadnezzar saw the fifth kingdom: the feet, “part of iron, part
of clay”, as separate from the fourth. Daniel sees the fifth kingdom as just a
continuation of the fourth. That is why we call the kingdom of the coming
Antichrist the ‘Revived Empire’. Itis a fifth kingdom, but it is very
closely related to the fourth.
