Sports Team/Player Policy Agreement

The purpose of any sport opportunity at MCBC is to provide you an opportunity to enjoy a
sporting event while strengthening relationships with fellow believers.

All clothing needs to be modest and in good taste; gentlemen—no earrings, appropriate
hairstyles, and please, if possible, cover tattoos, particularly those that may be
inappropriate for Christians.
